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CAR CRAZY Mr Bean star Rowan Atkinson yesterday wrote off his
beloved McLaren F1 supercar.

He escaped uninjured when the motor — which can do up to
230mph—ran into the back of a Metro, knocking it on to its side.

The Metro's driver Margaret Green halgh, fi2, was last night
recovering from shock at home. But her husband Robert, 57, had
nothing but praise for Rowan. 44. He said: "Margaret has told me
that he could not have been nicer."She was impressed that he was
so concerned about her welfare. He promised to keep in touch —
 I hope he does because we're both big fans."

The £600,000 McLaren's fibreglass front end disintegrated in the
smash in Ellel, Lancs. Afterwards, a dazed Rowan went into a
nearby frozen food depot looking for help One worker said: "He
seemed very upset." Rowan, who also stars in TV's Black adder,
loves flash motors and writes a column for the magazine Car.

He has a Bentley, a Mercedes and an Aston Martin — but his pride
and joy is the purple McLaren F1 The sports car could not be
further removed from the tatty Mini that

Rowan's character Mr Bean drives The McLaren is the fastest road
car ever built and does 0-60mph in a staggering 3.2 seconds.

Only 150 Fls were sold. All owners were advised to take special
driving lessons to help them cope with its

super-sensitive steering and Formula One-
style gears.

A spokeswoman for Rowan said last night:
"We can confirm there was an incident
which Mr Atkinson greatly regrets. He is
obviously co-operating with the police
investigation."
